Recent Legislation

HB 96 - Introduced by Representative
Mohamed in order to increase the state
minimum wage to $15 over the next 5
years.

HB 247 - Successively passed and
integrated into SB 210 by Representative
Mohamed to designate June 20th as
World Refugee Day, honoring refugees
who have left their homes to escape
political persecution and armed conflict.

HB 374 - A bipartisan piece of legislation
introduced alongside Representative
Dobos to permit nonresident drivers

from abroad to drive in Ohio.

HB 566 — This recently introduced
legislation would allow the shortening of
the period for a commercial driver to
regain their license from suspension from
2 years to a more flexible ‘applicable
period’, as well as allowing them to take a
remedial course at an earlier date.
